AFFIDAVIT OF HERBERT S. MONCIER



I, Herbert S. Moncier, after first being duly sworn, depose and say as follows:

1. I am an attorney and I represent Stacy Sudderth in this case.

2. Attachment 1 is an internet report of the 2000 U.S. Census Bureau data for Blount County, Knox County and the State of Tennessee.  This report was obtained from http://quickfacts.census.gov/cgi-bin/county?

3. Attachment 2 is an affidavit of Investigator Ron Lax.

4. Attachment 3 are articles published in the The Dailey Times regarding A. C. Copeland, Stacy Sudderth and the death of Andre Jackson.

5. I have represented Mr. Sudderth since September 20, 2000.  During this period, I have spoken to numerous attorneys in Blount County familiar with Blount County law enforcement.

6. The attorneys I have spoken with all state there is a bias against Stacy Sudderth within Blount County law enforcement and in the Blount County District Attorney’s office.

7. I have spoken with residents in Blount County. Stacy Sudderth’s name is generally recognized and associated with a belief Stacy Sudderth is involved with the murder of Andre Jackson, drugs or other criminal activity.

8. I have learned that the African-American community in Blount County is generally concentrated in the Alcoa community.  Most of the events preceding the death of Andre Jackson occurred in this African-American community.  A. C. Copeland, Stacy Sudderth, Lynn Porter, Homer Henderson and Bella Brown all lived or were well known in the African-American community in Blount County.

9. Because of widespread knowledge of the trial of A. C. Copeland and his death sentence, as a trial attorney, I do not believe that there is an effective voir dire method that will effectively identify persons who have knowledge of the trial of A. C. Copeland or his death sentence without disclosing the inadmissible and disqualifying information to jurors who do not previously have that knowledge.

10. It is my opinion that, for the reasons stated, Stacy Sudderth can not receive a fair trial in Blount County.
