4. According to the 2000 U.S. Census bureau data 3077 African Americans live in Blount County Tennessee and of those persons, 1238 or 40%, of the Blount County’s African American population live within the City of Alcoa.  2.9% of the total residents of Blount County are African American and 16% of the total residents of the City of Alcoa are African American.

5. Hall and Olfield communities are within the City of Alcoa.  The residents of the Hall and Olfield communities are predominately African American.  To the best of affiant’s knowledge, U.S. Census data is not available for the Hall and Olfield communities within the City of Alcoa.  

6. Many witnesses in this case live, and many of the events at issue in this trial occurred, in the Hall and Olfield communities of Alcoa.

7. It is probable that African American jurors will be disproportionately disqualified or excused as jurors in this case if this case if this case is tried in Blount County Tennessee.
