Motion For Sequestration Of Prospective Jurors


Now comes Defendant, Reginald Stacy Sudderth, through the undersigned counsel, and moves, pursuant to the Due Process, Trial by Jury, and Cruel and Unusual Punishment Clauses of the United States and Tennessee Constitutions, for this court to sequester the prospective jurors in this case immediately upon reporting for duty for the duration of jury selection, for the following reasons:



1.
There has been considerable publicity about this case.  This publicity will continue and intensify as trial approaches; it will undoubtedly peak on the day trial, i.e., jury selection, begins.



2.
There is considerable conversation and commentary about this case in the courthouse and in the general public.



3.
The jury selection process will take some period of time, largely because of the necessity that the jurors be questioned concerning their exposure to publicity.

It is essential that the prospective jurors be sequestered immediately upon reporting for duty and during jury selection in order to prevent their being exposed to the undoubtedly inflammatory, inaccurate and tainting media publicity and public comment about this case after they have arrived for jury duty.

Defendant Sudderth moves for a hearing on this motion.
