Motion For Instructions To Accompany The Summons To Jurors For Service And For The Immediate Tagging Of Prospective Jurors

1.

The prospective jurors for this case will almost certainly be summoned specifically for this case.



4.
Tagging the prospective jurors as soon as they report will help prevent those jurors from being exposed to conversations and commentary about this case in the courthouse.



5.
There is a significant danger that the prospective jurors will otherwise be tainted.



6.
This will not significantly burden any party or the court, and it is a reasonable precaution since the state wants to kill the accused.



7.
Defendant Sudderth moves for a hearing on this motion.
