Motion For Procedures Regarding Bailiffs And Other Court Personnel Concerning Jurors And Prospective Jurors


Now comes Defendant, Reginald Stacy Sudderth, through the undersigned counsel, pursuant to the Due Process, Trial by Jury, Right to Counsel and Cruel and Unusual Punishment Clauses of the United States and Tennessee Constitutions, and the applicable rules and statutes, and moves as follows:



1.
That the court's bailiffs and other personnel who interact with jurors and prospective jurors in this case be instructed in writing as to their duties and obligations.



2.
That defense counsel be given advance notice of the instructions that the court desires to give and that defense counsel be allowed to be heard as to those instructions before the bailiffs and other personnel are instructed.



3.
That the court personnel be instructed not to give any instructions, advice or answers to the jurors and prospective jurors without consulting with the court first, unless the juror's or prospective juror's inquiry or need is plainly addressed by the written instructions of the court.



4.
That all communications between prospective jurors and jurors be placed upon the record as soon as possible, if not done contemporaneously.



5.
That defense counsel be informed of all communications between court personnel and prospective jurors and jurors.



6.
That defense counsel be given an opportunity to be heard in advance on all matters concerning communications between court personnel and prospective jurors and jurors.



7.
Defendant Sudderth moves for a hearing on this motion.
