Motion For Procedures During Jury Selection


Now comes Defendant, Reginald Stacy Sudderth, through the undersigned counsel, and moves for the following procedures for selecting a jury in this case, maintaining all previous objections to death qualification of the jury:



1.
It is suggested that at least 200 prospective jurors be summoned in for the first day.  



2.
It is suggested that the jury be immediately instructed regarding their duties and the requirement that they not speak among themselves or to others about this case.



3.
It is suggested that jury questionnaires be filled out after the jury is instructed.  The defense will propose a questionnaire.  



4.
Is requested that prospective jurors be sequestered at that time.  The prospective jurors should indicate any alleged hardships at that time.



5.
It is suggested that the prospective jurors who do not claim hardships be divided into groups, and given dates and times to return for individual voir dire about publicity and death qualification.  Room should be left in the groups to allow the proportionate distribution of jurors who unsuccessfully allege hardships.



6.
After allowing counsel an adequate opportunity to receive and examine copies of the questionnaires, individual interviews concerning requested hardship excusals can then be conducted.  The prospective jurors who are not excused because of hardships should be proportionately distributed into the various groups for individual voir dire.



7.
It is suggested that publicity questioning, questionnaire questioning and death qualification should be done individually, scheduling 20 prospective jurors per day.  All questioning should be done out of the presence of the other jurors.  All challenges for death views and exposure to publicity should be done in this individually sequestered questioning.  All challenges and discussions relating to those challenges should be done outside of the presence of the prospective jurors.



8.
After death qualification it is suggested that complete general voir dire can begin as in any other case.



9.
Defendant Sudderth moves for a hearing on this motion.
