Motion For Modified Struck System Jury Selection Procedure


Now comes Defendant, Reginald Stacy Sudderth, through the undersigned counsel, and moves that a modified struck system jury selection procedure be utilized in this case, maintaining all previous objections to death qualification of the jury.



In support Defendant Sudderth says as follows:



1.
Defendant Sudderth requests this Court to implement a modified struck system jury selection procedure in order to minimize the possibility of juror discussion and contamination during the jury selection process; to minimize the amount of time jurors must spend waiting idly in the courthouse; to maximize the rational exercise of peremptory and cause challenges; and to minimize the time required for the selection of a fair and impartial jury.



2.
Under a modified “struck system” procedure, the total pool of jurors is first qualified and then all peremptory challenges are exercised.  This system has several distinct advantages.  Counsel can more intelligently exercise peremptory challenges because replacement jurors will be known by the parties.  Also, after having been qualified, jurors will have the certainty of a time to return for the exercise of challenges; therefore, inconvenience to jurors and juror frustration is minimized.  Finally, a greater likelihood of selecting a fair and impartial jury will result by this process.
